In the exp, a plant was cut manually for the purpose of imitating insect bite, and chemicals released
were detected under proper equipments used by scientists. As a consequence, other plants next to
the hurt one would keep their leaves in good condition. And scientist later found that is because
other plants secreted their own different chemicals to protect themselves, by the induction of
chemical signal from the original plant. Researchers cut the leaves of sagebrush (a kind of bush
growing up in desert) plants to mimic the damage caused by insects. The sagebrush plants
responded to release a kind of chemical as a warning signal. In response, the other plants nearby
get the signal and release their own chemical that makes their leaves less tasty to plant-eating
insects.
