From my point of view, the most significant
change is in the way people read. Thirty years ago, most people used to read
newspapers and magazines and books as a lifetime habit because they didn’ t
have a TV or computer. But nowadays, few of us are doing this. Instead, we have
got used to surfing the Internet for quick news and downloading mini-novels to
our cell phones or iPods. In short, traditional reading habits are being

replaced by modern ones that focus on speed and quantity rather than quality.
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
