Two adaptations of rain forest plants to avoid water accumulation.
Adaptation 1: Coating of the plant

Example: Some plants have waxy substances so that when rains drop down, it
is not easy for them to accumulate on the plant surface.

Adaptation 2: Shaped leaves

Example: Some leaves have drip tips, so that water can run away very quickly.
