In the second
example, eagles living in the forest have forward-facing eyes so that they can
see through their surroundings in three dimensions. As they prey in an
environment full of tree trunks and braches, their stereoscopic vision can help
them see behind these obstacles and navigate themselves swiftly in the forest.
