Justification: when people know they’ re responsible for their mistakes,
but there’ s a justified reason behind. For example, if someone ditches
the class to go to a job interview thinking the interview is more
important than the class, this kind of explanation is called
justification.

IYIBRIBFINEBYIOUFRD feature In the lecture, the professor talks about
how raptors have developed certain features in their vision in order to
target and capture their prey in the forest, including the ability to
distinguish subtle color differences and a stereoscopic vision. In the
professor first example, cagles have developed extremely sensitive eyes.
Their eyes are densely packed with sensory cells, which give them a much
sharper vision. As eagles prey their food in the forests, it has to use
its highly sensitive eyes with the ability to identify subtle color
differences to pinpoint its targeted prey, which can sometimes be
camouflaged by its surrounding environment. In the second example,
eagles living in the forest have forward-facing eyes so that they can
see through their surroundings in three dimensions. As they prey in an
environment full of tree trunks and branches, their stereoscopic vision
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can help them see behind these obstacles and navigate themselves swiftly
in the forest.
